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Dear Dr Jacki McCorry,
Ailsa Murphy (DOB: 25/01/1952) presented recently seeking support for low body weight, anxiety and immune support.  
Previous blood testing has shown: 
· high normal homocysteine (14.8 Ref. range 0-15).  She also has a strong family history of stroke and heart attack.
· Low-Normal B12. She also has one sister with pernicious anaemia.
· High bilirubin.  This has been 17 on her last two blood tests about 6 years apart and is possibly indicative of Gilbert’s syndrome as she has no other obvious liver or gall bladder pathology
· Her random blood glucose level was 10 on her first visit to me (subsequently 5.3).
At this time, the following investigations might provide significant insight and help determine intervention appropriate at this time: 
· General blood chemistry including both total and conjugated bilirubin
· Active B12
· Hba1c
· Homocysteine
I greatly appreciate your review of this patient and of course will defer to your judgement.
