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XRAY THORACIC AND LUMBAR SPINE

Clinical Notes:

Lower thoracic/upper lumbar ache ?osteoporotic fracture.
Findings:

Xray Thoracic Spine:

Normal bone alignment. There is preservation of disc and vertebral body heights. There is spondylotic
lipping. No bony injury is identified.

Xray Lumbar Spine:

There is loss of the normal smooth lumbar lordosis with quite a straight lumbar spine. There is minor
retrolisthesis of L1 in relation to L2 with retrolisthesis of 2-3mm only. There is mild degenerative disc
disease with endplate irregularity and spondylotic lipping with mild reduction in disc height. No
compression fracture identified. There is calcification in the wall of the aorta. Sacroiliac joint
appearances are within normal limits.
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
